              BEQUESTS TO CHILDREN AGAINST CANCER

Leaving instruction in your Will or Living Trust to make a gift to Children Against Cancer Charitable Trust is the simplest way to make a significant and enduring gift to support important childhood cancer research, without burdening your current income.

ESTATE TAX DEDUCTION

This provides your estate with a charitable tax deduction and may result in a lower tax bracket.  A bequest may ensure that assets you have worked hard to accumulate over the years will be used to support a charity that you care about, long after your lifetime.  The three types of bequests are:

1. Specific Bequest
2. Residuary Bequest
3. Contingent Bequest

It is advisable for you to consult legal and tax advice from a professional to complete your bequest.  However, as a general guide you may find the following helpful:

SPECIFIC BEQUEST	

A Specific Bequest allows you to decide the exact amount of money, property, or other assets that you wish for Children Against Cancer to receive.  To include a Specific Bequest, we recommend that you include the following language in your Will or Living Trust:

“I give and bequeath to Children Against Cancer, a nonprofit charitable trust, having its principal offices at 13835 North Tatum, Suite 9-160, Phoenix, Arizona 85032, the sum of $_________, for its general purposes.”

RESIDUARY BEQUEST

A Residuary Bequest allows you to leave a percentage of the remainder of your estate to Children Against Cancer after all of your specific bequests have been honoured.  To include a Residuary Bequest to Children Against Cancer in your Will or Living Trust, we recommend that you use the following language:

“I give and bequeath to Children Against Cancer, a nonprofit charitable trust, having its principal offices at 13835 North Tatum, Suite 9-160, Phoenix, Arizona 85032, _________% of the residue of my estate, for its general purposes.”

CONTINGENT BEQUEST

A Contingent Bequest allows you to direct that a bequest be made to Children Against Cancer should your named beneficiaries not survive you.  To include a Contingent Bequest to Children Against Cancer in your Will or Living Trust, we recommend that you use the following language:

“If the above-named beneficiary (beneficiaries) should predecease me, then I bequeath to Children Against Cancer, a nonprofit charitable trust, having its principal offices at 13835 North Tatum, Suite 9-160, Phoenix, Arizona 85032, such property of my estate as had been intended for such person(s).”

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

The Children Against Cancer Charitable Trust is exempt from U.S. Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  Your donation is tax-deductible to the extent provided by law.  Children Against Cancer’s Tax ID is: 20-4302820.
